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  PHOENIX (Aug.19, 2008) - Presi-
dential candidates Barack Obama and 
John McCain recently provided exclu-
sive video interviews on military, na-
tional security and veterans’ issues to 
The American Legion Maga-
zine. Seven of the questions 
came directly from veterans 
or off-duty military members 
who uploaded videos of their 
queries to Military.com, the 
largest online military mem-
bership destination on the 
Web.The candidates respond-
ed directly to those questions.
